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1.0 Introduction

The Government of Uganda's commitment to eradicate mass
poverty Is enshrined in the National Development Plan (NDP)
2010-2015. The Agricullure Sector Development Strategy
and Investment Plan (DSIP), a chapter in the NDP, is the
main vehicle for accelerating agricultural transformation to the
majority of Ugandans, giving priority to commercialization of
agriculture through development of commodity value chains.

Beginning July / August 2013, H.E The President launched
an initiative to support civilian veterans code-named ‘Luwero-
Rwenzori Anti-poverty Campalgn’: Among the thematic areas
emphasized by the initiative was provision of seed / planting
and breeding materials. The Ministry of Agriculture, Animal
Industry and Fisheries (MAAIF) through her agencies the
National Agricultural Advisory Services (NAADS) and Uganda
Coffee Development Authority (UCDA) actively participated
in the provision of seed/ planting and breeding materials. The
Office of the Prime Minister (OPM) provided overall guidance
and coordination through the Minister of State for Luwero. The
target commodities were primarily coffee, tea, citrus, mango,
maize, baans and cassava. This initiative covered the foliowing
districts, Nakaseke, Wakiso, Luwero, Kiboga, Mityana,
Kibale, Mukono, Kiruhura, Isingiro, Mayuge, Manafwa, Gulu,
Amuru, Bundibugyo, Ntoroko, Kabarole, Kyenjojo, Kyegegwa,
Kyankwanzi, Nakasongola and Buhweju. Others were
Butambala, Gomba, Mpigi and Lwengo.

The implementation of this initiative was a collaborative effort

between UPDF Commanders who played the role of coordinating
the initiative in-the areas that were designated and the Local
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Governmen! officials who took charge of quality assurance of
the materials and verified beneficiaries and acreages planted.
The Local Governments (Production Departments) also
provided follow up supervision, extension and advisory services
and periodically reported to MAAIF on progress.

The 'Luwero-Rwenzori anti-poverty campaign' was largely
successful and it triggered the creation of a countrywide
intervention code-named ‘Operation Wealth Creation’ (OWC),
targating all farming households, in addition to the civilian
veterans. However, gaps were noticed in the intervention which
included the following;

1. District Local Government (DLG) officials were not
adequately guided on how OWC interventions were to be
integrated with the Production Department in the DLGs.

2.  Progress Reports were not shared with the other major
stakeholders.

This document therefore provides the Standing Orders of
Procedure (SOP) for Operation Wealth Creation.

(OWC), for effective and efficient acquisition and distribution of
quality Agricultural interventions to the target beneficiaries.
